International Visiting Scholars: Purpose and Eligibility

The International Visiting Scholarship for a Saudi citizen, who has completed otolaryngology training and is domiciled in Saudi Arabia, 1) to attend the American Academy of Otolaryngology—Head and Neck Surgery Foundation (AAO-HNSF) Annual Meeting & OTO EXPOSM and 2) to spend a short period studying in an otolaryngology department in the U.S.A.
Each grant of US $2,000 will not fully cover the expenses of attending the Annual Meeting & OTO EXPOSM and the observership. The grantee is expected to provide additional funds to cover these costs.
This International Visiting Scholarship is for a Saudi otolaryngologist in junior faculty academic positions, age under 40 years, from Saudi.
The following are NOT eligible for these grants: 
· Individuals who are not Saudi citizens.
· Saudi citizens who are not domiciled in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.
· Individuals who have previously attended an AAO-HNSF Annual Meeting & OTO EXPOSM.
· Individuals who are in residency training. 
· Individuals in private practice or not in a full-time academic position.
· Individuals over 40 years of age as of October 1 of the scholarship year.

Candidates may be nominated by the Saudi Society of Otolaryngology or by a non-profit organization known to the Saudi Society of Otolaryngology.
